 Malaria is a preventable and 
treatable disease that kills more 
than a million people a year, the 
majority of them children. As 
Christians we must not stand by 
and let this happen. That’s why 
LWR is working to make sure 
people have the knowledge and 
tools they need to prevent ma-
laria. 

LWR is also a partner in 
the Lutheran Malaria Initia-
tive (LMI), which mobilizes U.S. 
Lutherans in the global effort to 
eliminate malaria deaths in Af-
rica by 2015. LMI is a partner-
ship of Lutheran World Relief 
and The Lutheran Church—
Missouri Synod and is made 
possible through support from 
the United Nations Foundation. 

Malaria kills one child every 45 
seconds and upwards of 1 mil-
lion people a year, but it doesn’t 
have to be that way. Malaria is 

preventable and treatable. To-
gether, we can make a life-
saving difference. Half of the 
world’s population is at risk for 
malaria. It takes just one mos-
quito to destroy livelihoods, 
health and hope of entire fami-
lies and communities. By help-
ing to provide treatment and 
resources for education and 
prevention, Lutherans can make 
a monumental difference in the 
global fight against malaria.

The most effective methods cur-
rently being used to control ma-
laria include proper diagnosis 
and prompt medical treatment, 
proper use of insecticide-treated 
bed nets and indoor residual 
spraying. To be successful these 
strategies require education
