We feel that a 

quality education in a Christian setting is im-

portant for all children.  Our staff works in part-

nership with families in forming a foundation for the child's social, emo-

tional, physical, cognitive, and spiritual development. In this setting, we 

strive to provide rich educational experiences.   

Parent Participation:  Our desire is to assist parents in nurturing their 

children by providing a healthy loving atmosphere for growth in 

knowledge, understanding, skills, and character. We believe that children 

are best served when there is a partnership between the school, the church 

and the family.  We see parent participation in the life of a child in gen-

eral as an important part of a child’s sense of who they are, as all areas of 

a child’s development begin with examples in the home.  It is through 

partnership and positive example that children are most successful. We 

encourage parents to become directly involved in school activities. Our 

parent committee, which meets monthly to support and discuss preschool 

activities and help plan parties and events, is a great place to begin!

 Little Lambs Preschool is open to children of all          

religious backgrounds.  

 The staff of Little Lambs Preschool is responsible to the 

Little Lambs  Preschool Committee which is under the 

direction of the Board of Christian Education of  Immanuel 

Lutheran Church. 

 Each teacher of Little Lambs Preschool is, at a minimum, 

certified in early education.  All staff consistently exceed 

their yearly state required continuing education classes by 

attending classes at area colleges as well as attending confer-

ences and workshops throughout the year.   

 All staff are in full compliance of all state licensing        

regulations, including fingerprinting and background check. 

 Little Lambs Preschool is licensed by DCFS of the       

State of Illinois. 

 Staff members are CPR and First Aid certified.  

 Little Lambs Preschool has a maximum enrollment of      

47 children.  

 Little Lambs Preschool has a maximum classroom size of 

ten, with a student/adult ratio is a maximum of 5:1.             

(A teacher and an aide are assigned to each classroom.)

 Each day at Little Lambs Preschool 

is filled with fun educational activi-

ties. We strive to provide a structured 

and nurturing environment.  

 Little Lambs Preschool utilizes both an academic & Christian-

based curriculum. The Christian curriculum is published by Concor-

dia Publishing House, and is Christ-centered, giving students optimal 

opportunity to grow in their relationships and life with God.  
 

A typical day at Little Lambs Preschool will include:

 Small class sizes (5:1 ratio) allow for each child’s needs to be addressed, 

whether to move on to more advanced skills, or to spend extra time rein-

forcing areas that may be of concern.   

 Balanced programming allows us to assist the children in their style of 

learning.  

 Themes and fun activities are used to help motivate the children’s 

knowledge of the world around them with time for discovery through 

hands-on experiences, learning centers, group work, and motor activities. 

 Using the guidelines of the area school districts, four-year-old classes 

work on their kindergarten readiness skills.  Children work with the 

concept of numbers, writing upper and lower case letters, and learning the 

sounds of vowels and consonants. They also learn numerical sequence 

and value. The class allows the children to grow and mature as they pre-

pare for kindergarten.  

 Chapel talks are held weekly with Biblical themes also incorporated into 

their daily schedule through music, science, art and stories.  

 Math, science, and reading are incorporated within table, circle, group, 

and discovery times.   

 A large fenced in playground for large motor skill development is used 

on days with appropriate weather conditions.  

 A large indoor play area with climbers, bikes and scooters is incorpo-

rated in the schedule on days with inclement weather.   

 Special Programs:  Enhanced learning opportunities are offered through 

field trips and special guest speakers. 

 A Fall Open House, Christmas Program, Spring Sing, and a 

“Graduation” Picnic are a part of each year.  

 Preschool and vision and hearing screening are made available.  

 Parent/teacher conferences are held twice a year.   

Enrollment Requirements 

Classes are open to children ages 
three to five years. A child must be 

potty-trained and a minimum of three 

years old by September 1. 

Children will be divided into classes 

based on age, preschool and/or daycare experience, and (for returning 

students) teacher evaluation. 
 

Registration Fee:  $45 non-refundable fee due at registration.

9:00 a.m.—12:00 p.m. Monday/Wednesday/Friday:  $180*/month 

9:00 a.m.—12:00 p.m.  Monday-Friday: $300*/month   

(Children must be 4 years old by September 1, 2018 to enroll M-F.) 

The last month’s tuition (May 2019)  is due by May 1, 2018. 

September—April tuition is due the first day of class each month. 

*$5/month tuition discount: sign up for automatic payment. 

Payments accepted are cash, check or credit/debit card.  There is a minimum $5 

transaction fee for those who opt to pay by credit/debit.
